Gordon’s previous film credits include the Golden Globe Award winner and Academy Award and BAFTA nominated “Saving Private Ryan,” “2012,” “The Day After Tomorrow,” “Speed,” “Source Code,” “The Messenger,” “The Patriot,” “Tomb Raider,” “Wonder Boys,” “The Painted Veil,” “A Simple Plan” and “Primary Colors.”

A devoted philanthropist and champion of public education, Gordon is the founder of Citizens of the World Charter Schools (CWC), which serves 1,300 students across five schools in Los Angeles and Brooklyn, N.Y.  CWC will expand to include a middle school in Los Angeles in the fall of 2015, with two more schools planned for Kansas City in 2016.  He is on the board of the Archer School for Girls and is a past chairman of Teach for America Los Angeles. Gordon is a former board member of the Virginia Film Festival, Chrysalis, the Motion Picture and Television Fund and UCLA Lab School.
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
